In our efforts to expedite and make the selections to the Clash of the Carolinas and the North-South Soccer Classic senior al-star
games more efficient, the SCHSSCA has adopted the following measures to enhance this process.

Coaches will be selected for the Clash of the Carolinas and the North-South Soccer Classic in December 2008 and publicly
acknowledged at the SCHSSCA Winter Clinic on January 30, 2009 at the Clarion Town House Hotel in Columbia. Coaches
selected for these prestigious events are expected to be in attendance at the SCHSSCA Winter Clinic for recognition and are
also expected to attend al selection meetings and functionsthat involve their respective all-star game. Failure to comply with
this stipulation may result in the coach vacating their position in the all-star game.

Online nominations may be submitted at SCSoccer.com. Only fully completed player nominations will be considered for
selection to either all -star game.

The Clash of the Carolinas Selection Meeting will be held on Sunday, April 19 at Brookland-Cayce High School at
10:00 am. Theintent isto select the 18 most-deserving boys/girls seniorsin South Carolina.

The coaches of the Clash of the Carolinas boys and girls teams will contact each player and receive a confirmation from
selected players by Thursday, April 23 4 p ayers selected will return all written documents and a copy of their senior picture
to respective person(s) by Wednesday, April 29" Failure to return all required documents by this date will result in this
roster spot being considered open and an alternate player will be contacted. The initial Clash of the Carolinas roster will be
released on Sunday, M ay 3.

The North-South Soccer Classic Selection Meeting will be held on Sunday, April 26 at Brookland-Cayce High School at
10:00 am. The intent is to select the next 36 most-deserving boys/girls players from the North (Upper State) and South
(Lower State) regions.

The coaches of the North-South Soccer Classic boys and girls teamswill contact each player and receive a confirmation from
selected players by Thursday, April 30". P ayers selected will return all written documents and a copy of their senior picture
to respective person(s) by Wednesday, May 13". Failureto return all required documents by this date will result in this roster
spot being considered open and an alternate player will be contacted. Theinitial roster will be released on Sunday, May el

Each school must submit a $100 performance bond for each player or coach selected to participate in the North-South Soccer
Classic or the Clash of the Carolinas all-star games. This check (made payable to SCHSSCA) will be destroyed after the
weekend of that particular all-star event, but is utilized as a means of ensuring that players selected and then commit to the
al-star game attend the games. Failure of a player to show up for the selected all-star game will result in the forfeiture of the
performance bond and will be deposited in the respective all-star game account. The check for each participating player is
due Friday, May 29", This check should be sent to this address; SCHSSCA All-Star Games, 1249 Jessamine Street, Cayce,

Only coaches selected to coach in the al-star games will be permitted to coach their team during training sessions or
matches. No assistant coaches or “invited” coaches may be involved as coaches in the all-star game. The selection of the all-
star coachesis recognition of these individuals, not others.

The North-South Soccer Classic will be held June 11-13, 2009 at Wofford College in Spartanburg. The NSSC banquet will
be held on Friday, June 12 at 6:30 p.m. The all-star games will be played on June 13". The girls match will be at 12 noon
and the boys match will kickoff at 2:00 p.m.

The Clash of the Carolinas Il will be held in July 10-11, 2009 at Blackbaud Stadium on Daniel Island, SC. The Clash of the
Carolinas banquet will be held on Friday night with a split girls/boys arrangement beginning at 6:00 p.m. in the Three Lions
Pub at Blackbaud Stadium on Daniel Island. The all-star games will be played on July 11", girls match will be at 2:00 p.m.
and the boys match will kickoff at 4:00 p.m. The USL First Division Charleston Battery will complete the triple header
starting at 7:00 p.m.

The SCHSSCA All-State Selection Meeting will be held on Sunday, May 10 at Brookland-Cayce High School at 10:00 am.
Representatives from Boys will select a Class 4A, Class 3A, Class 2A, and Class 1A all-state team. Representatives from
Girlswill select aClass 4A, Class 3A, and Class 2A/1A all -state team.
